WATER ADVISORY COMMITTEE ISSUES

The Water Advisory Committes under Hike Smith as Chairman hs=s
issued its annual report. The forthcoming Master Plan is reported
~to be the most important development during the year. Divided into
four phases the Master Plan will detail the strengtha and
waaknegsea of the existing water systenm, the engineering and
regulatory objectives to be met and estimated costs for build out
of the completed system to a maximum of 900 homes.

The Committes’s report also offers a stinging rebuke to the

previous management of the water system. Aecording to the
Committee, the water system was a:
“...disaster. waiting to happen. It should be stressed that

the extent of non-compliance with basic electrical and plumbing
codes, the large number of vioclations of State and Federal safe
water drinking regulations, and the caliber of the day to day
management of the water system, constituted, in the view of this
Committee, a threat to the safety, health, and welfare of the

reaidenta of Eidelweizs. The new Gretchen well fiasco ... was
not a minor procedural error. On the contrary, it waa the
inevitable result of the way in which the water aystem has been
managed in recent years. Many of the same problems .....have
become apparent at the Muddy Beach wella that went on line in
R Z e The Committee calls for greater oversight by the

Commisaionera and a higher level of accountability and hopes that
the new procedures that have been instigated "will ensure that
Fidelweiss is never again held hostage to individual proprietary
attitudes.'" The full report is to be issued shortly.
